No member of university staff or contractors will enter areas which have shared
communal washrooms, toilets, and kitchens before 9.00 am unless in the case of an
emergency, e.g., urgent repairs or to rectify a situation which poses a health and safety risk.

If you have any reason to complain about our Service or you wish to inform us that we are
doing something particularly well, please contact site reception.

In the event of a pandemic, the cleaning service level agreement may change. Should this
involve a change to your scheduled service you will be notified,
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
